Alex’s first professional work in entertainment began whilst still in school, with early acting
roles on shows such as Water Rats and Comedy Inc. In 2001 (at just 15 years old), Alex was
cast in lead role of ‘Josh’ in ACTF’S production of ‘Legacy of the Silver Shadow’, leaving
Sydney for 6 months to lead the Melbourne based production. The show aired on Channel 10,
and was sold to the BBC, and various channels in Spain and South America.

There, which enjoyed two seasons of success on the ABC as a co-production with the Sesame
Street Workshop from the US. The show has enjoyed recent runs on BBC Kids in the UK.
